
TCDC FAQs
Is there a fee to audition?
No.

Is this a full year commitment? 
No, there will be a fall season which runs from October through February and a spring season which will run from March through August.

Does it cost anything to be a part of the company?
If you are selected to be a part of the professional aspect of the company, no.

If you are selected to be a part of the Elite or Junior company, the fees are as follows: 

$150 if you are currently getting a dance education at a studio  

$300 if you are not currently taking lessons at a studio, and will be receiving your dance education through the company

Why is there a fee?

The fees will be used to cover the cost of any guest choreographers, studio rental fees, auditorium rentals, programs, etc.

Who can be in the company?
We are seeking dancers ages 12 and up.

How many dancers will be in the company?

At this time we are not sure.  Our goal is to bring together as many people as we can while striving to create a professional level company.  We currently have hundreds planning to audition, and unfortunately don’t foresee being able to accommodate a company of this size.  However, we will take as many dancers as we feel we will be able to incorporate and accommodate, especially during this first season. 

Who will be choreographing/teaching?
TCDC will be using both local and guest choreographers.  When using local choreographers, they will both set and polish their work.  For those times when we bring in guest choreographers, one of our board members will polish the choreographed piece. We already have several incredible local and guest choreographers lined up! 

What types of dances will the company be doing?
Our main focus will be contemporary and hip hop.  However we hope to also be incorporating jazz, ballet, tap, musical theatre, and some ethnic dance as well.

When will rehearsals be held?
Rehearsals will mostly take place on Wednesday evenings and weekends. We realize that many of the dancers involved in the company are competition dancers and usually have dance several nights of the week. Wednesdays usually seem to be the night that dancers have off, so we have tried to accommodate most competition dance schedules.  *Our summer season rehearsal schedule will be minimal March and April, as many of our dancers and choreographers are involved in competition and these months are busiest in the competition season. We will resume a normal rehearsal in early summer.

How frequently are rehearsals held and will I have to be at all of them?

There are full company rehearsals held once each weekend, and small group rehearsals are held Wednesday evenings. This allows dancers to select their own level of commitment. If time is an issue, you may consider only being in the large group/full company pieces, thus reducing your rehearsal time to once per week.
Where will rehearsals be held?
Rehearsals will be held at various dance studios across the metro area.  

What if I can’t make a rehearsal?

Although we expect a high level of commitment, we understand that sometimes scheduling conflicts arise that cannot be avoided.  Please notify us a.s.a.p. if you know you are unable to make a rehearsal or performance. You are allowed 3 missed rehearsals before being pulled from the piece.

Once in the company, do I have to audition for each dance?
Yes and no.  When bringing in guest choreographers, or for smaller group pieces you will need to audition.  Otherwise we will be doing several large group pieces that will involve anyone that would like to participate. 

How will I benefit from being involved in this company?
TCDC is a collaboration of dancers across the twin cities and surrounding areas, so you will have an opportunity to dance with and learn from people you may never have worked with before. You will have additional performance opportunities, and also get the chance to make a difference in the lives of those in need, as all performances will be charity based.  You will also receive significant discounts on workshops across the metro area.

How many performances will there be?
At this time we are planning on 1-2 main shows per season.  However, we will be marketing the company to others in hopes of being guest performers at other events.

Where will performances be?

At local venues across the metro area. 

Will the performances be all dance?
Yes, for the most part. However, we are already working on incorporating live music as well.

Can I be a part of TCDC even if I am not a dancer?
Yes, we will have several volunteer opportunities available.

How could I be selected to choreograph a piece for the company?
Please submit a video for the board to review, along with your contact information and possible availability.

Will there be TCDC clothing to purchase?
